Twentytwo species are redegeribed in detail and the figures of
different parte of the genitalis (ineluding 9 females) are given, ‘

All the speeies have been assigned thelir ecorreet generie
pesitions, on the tasis of eur precent day kmowledge osnd the keys
bave been prepared mainly on the basis of male zenitalia. A cheek
list of indian species along with theiy distributions in India is alse
given, |

The Seeend Geetien includes the Taxenomy of tie immature ferms
ef 5 specics of Surcopbagid flies along with the deseriptions of
different instars. Keys te and figures of different instars and the

species have been provldoé.
