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urban areas seem to have created their own employment opportunities by
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growth profile of the informal sector National and State Governments have
overlooked its interest and infrastructure requirements in their development
strategies. The present study is based on primary data collected from
Rickshaw Pullers and Construction Workers in different locations of Siliguri
Municipal Corporation Area (SMCA). The study has been conducted to (a)
identify growth of these two groups of informal sector workers ;(b) assess their
socioeconomic conditions; (c) portray the working and living conditions; (d)
nature of migration and (e¢) provide a general data base picturesque of the
important segment of urban economy.
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
