A total of 53 species distriduted over 41 genera wnder
24 fanilies have Deen studied from the collected materials
of Cachar, North Cachar and Karbi Anglong (Mikir Hills) dis-
triocts of Assam and incorporated in this thesis. A nev genus
Indohasilobelba has been proposed under the family Basilo-
belbidae and 16 species are considered here as nev to
sclence.

Out of 24 families 2, of 40 genera 15, are recorded
here for the first time from Indian territory. As the ori-
" patid fauna of Asssm has not been explored by any other
worker, all these species and genera are first records from
this area.

The known world distridution of Oribatid species recor-
ded from Assan has deen provided in a tabular form.

Key to the families, genera and species have been given.
Generic diagnosis and elementary chagtotaxy have been provi.
ded also besides illustrations of nev taxa. The histories
of the families and genera have been dealt with briefly.
Data concerning distribution of a genus and species have
been given. Collection data for the species have been pro-
vided. Suitable remarks have been incorporated also under
genera and/or species. |
