Our readers will have found the abstract of the 

proceeding·s of this interestin~~ ceremony in ou~: last. 
The l{urlcaru has published them in extettso incl;1ding 

the best essay which was read by its author and the best 

answers to the historical questions for the senior scholar­

ship. The essay~ compared with the .Hindu College 

Prize essays of several years past printed in the report, is 

very inferior; but the answers to the historical q ues­
tions are astonishing for their fulness and general 

accuracy. They present too in their style a most mark­

ed contrast to the essay which is often not idiomatic 

while that of the answers is scarcely often otherwise. 

We have been told that it is the practice for the com­

petitors for the scholarships to write their answers at 
first in rough draft and then copy them. Now if this 

was done in the case of the answers to which we are 



referring; the student who is the author of them must, 

besides a most extraordinary memory, and faculty of 

expression in English, write it with a rapidity which is 

..rare t;ven among- Englishmen, for these answers occupy 

very neelrly two columns of the Hurkaru very closely 

printed in brevier type. We write tolerably fast but 
we doubt if we could write the quantity in the same 

time; and we are quite sure that we could not write 

so much twice over without allowing a moment for 

thought and recollection. t( .. ,Rajl:ta.r:ain: .. J3.(),~e .. wrote 

his answers at once, he cannot have taken any time to 

recall all the historical facts embodied in his answers 

but' have written them off as if writing from a book and 

not frorri memory and his performance, despite some 

slight mistakes in matter and style, is really most extra­

ordinary. He has not passed over a single qur;stion. 

He has answered every one in the most detailed manner 

generallyr. with g~eat accuracy and interspersed his an­
swers with remarks that show considerable powers of­

reflection and discrimination. How comes it that he 

could not beat the essayist at the work, for the subject of 

the essay afforded great advantage to one whose mind 

is so wellstored with historical facts and who writes with 

such extraordinary ease and rapidity? The subject given 

was : "On the effects produced on the fortunes of differ­

ent nations and of mankind in general by tbe indivi­

dual character of remarkable persons illustrated from 

History." The author of the answers to the historical 

questions should surely have been able to write a 



better essay than the one· to which the palm of superi­
ority in business has been awarded."

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"After the death of Ram Moha~ Ray, the catholic 
character of the Samaj was not destroyed. Even while 
its leaders admitted the Vedas to be a revelation, they 
did so solely on account of the "reasonableness and 
cogency of these doctrines" (see Vedantic Doctrines 
Vindicated) as compared with the. other Shastras of 
the Hindus and the religious scriptures of other nations. 
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They rejeCted the idea of a revelation supported by 
external evidence. uThe only ground,, they said "on 
which the truth of any system of belief can be main­
tained is that founded on the nature of the doctrines 
inculcated by it." "H the doctrines of theology and 
the principles of morality taught in the sacred 
volumes referred to appear to be consonant to the 
dictates of sound reason and wisdom-if these,tenets 
and precepts carry the unimpeachable character of 
truth in them-the man who has received them and 
continues to place his trust in them will have no 
reason to fear the vituperative-(?) of ungodliness in 
respect to his religion,, (Vedantic Doctrines Vindicat­
ed). The letter of Babu Devendra Nath Tagore 
published in the Englishman in October 1846, speaks 
of his religion as one "whose principlc:s are echoed to by 
the dictates of that of nature and of human reason and 
human heart and by the sense of the wz"sest of aft ayes 
.and cmturies." The Revd. Mr. Mullens in his "Essay 
on Vedantism, Brahmoism and Christianity" says: 
"Though the Brahmos claim the Vedas as a revelation 
of divine truth they look primarily upon the works of 
nature as their religious teacher. From nature they 
learned first and because the Vedas (as they assert) 
agree with nature therefore they regard them as inspir­
ed." He quotes in support of the above assertion 
the following passages from the "Vedantic Doctrines 
Vindicated." nThe knowledge derived from the 
sources of inspiration deals with eternal truths which 
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require no other proof than what the whole crea­
tion and the mind of man unperverted by fallacious 
reasonings afford in abundance.', It is, therefore, evi­
dent that the leaders of the Samaj at this time con­
sidered the Vedas to be revealed solely on account of 
the reasonableness and cogency of these doctrines. 
Their errors lay in believing that whatever they con­
tained was reasonable and cogent. As soon as they 
perceives their mistakes after a wider study of the 
Vedas, they shook it off at once. Now, why did they 
do so easily ? The reason is that a higher standard of 
belief had always predominated in their minds as shown 
by the above extracts from these publications over 
that of written revelation, that is, the standard of 
reason, and, as conscientious men, they could not 
continue professing that to be a revelation which was 
found to contain errors."

The publication of the famous pamphlet ''The 

Old Man's Hope/' has given the book under notice its 
present name, though the scheme of a Maha Hindu 
Samiti, or a great union of Hindus, which it embodies, 
was commenced to be written, so early as I88r. A 
Bengali translati0n of . the scheme appeared in the 
.Bengali periodical, Navajiban, in July, 1886. The 
original English is now published, and forms the 
subject of the present notice. The scheme is exceed­
ingly solemn in its character and catholic in its spirit. 
The ((Old Hindu:' who has broached the idea, though 
physically old, is mentally, morally, and religiously 
more energetic and enthusiastic than most of the 
younger members of the Hindu Community. The 
proposal gives rough details of how the Samz'ti is 
to be formed and worked, but these are subject to 



modifications. Patriotism of the highest type per­
vades every syllable of the old man's thoughts and 
utterances, and all who have the nation's good at 
heart would do well to consider the practicability of 
the proposal, which, if successfully carried out, is 
calculated to work a revolution in the temporal and 
spiritual economy of the Aryan Nation. Politicians 
might profitably pause to inquire whether the realisa­
tion of the Old Hindu's hope will retard or advance 
the cause of the country which the National Congress 
is pledged to promote. The readers might remember 
the publication in these columns of some letters 
concerning the subject. These letters have now been 
incorporated into the present pamphlet. The whole 
production is a most valuable one, and deserves wide 
circulation and thorough discussion.

I perfectly agree with what you say about prayer 
beiqg a natural act of the human mind. As the lotus~ 

to use a Hindu simile, opens its closed petals to the 
rising beams 'of its beloved sun, so the human heart 
opens itself to God by prayer. As the lark rises higher 
and higher in the sky towards the sun, raining a flood 
of mtlody below, so the soul of man rises higher­
apd higher to God by means of prayer,. delighting· 
with :its utterance m~n below. It is as natural to, 
man to pray as for a lotus to open its petals to the 
rising sun and for the lark to rise in the sky and sing 
as it rises. Your remarks on prayer for spiritual bless­
ings delight me much. The invariable fulfilment of 
sur:h prayer comes from an invariable spiritual law. 
Unless we want God, we cannot obtain Him • unless. 



we want the aid of God to enable us to obtain Him, 
we cannot obtain Him. Hut the noblest of prayers 
is, I think, that to which the word prayer in its usual 
sense cannot apply. It is the state of "still com­
munion which transcends the inferior offices of prayer 
g.nd praise." It is the state which our Vedas call the 
state of full contact with GociJ the state, which it 
declares to be the source of the greatest felicity. This 

state is compared by it to holding the amalaki fruit in 
the palm of the hand. The word for prayer in the 
Sanskrit language (upasmta) comes from a root signi­
fying "to sit" and literally means ''sitting lowly be­
fore God.» This ''sitting lowly before God" at last 
culminates in the contact with God mentioned above. 

Your expression ''the Being dearer and nearer 
to us than a flower or star"• brought to my mind 
the saying of the J>ersian Poet Sadi : "The :Friend 
is nearer to me than r am to myself. This is troubling 
to me that I am far from Him." Our Vedas sfly 
in one place : "The wise. who see him in the soul, 
·enjoy everlasting peace and not others,' and in 
another : "The wise, who see Him in the soul, enjoy 
everlasting felicity and not others." This constant 
perception of God as the soul of the soul, nearer to 
me than I am to myself and more mine than I am 
mine, is, I think, the highest prayer. 

Most of the prayers in the book are addressed to 
God as father and mother. The ideas of God as 
father and mother are very consoling and, at the 



same time~ true, in as much as (to quote the beautiful 
words of Leigh Hunt) that side of God which touches 
humanity is true ; but still those words only figurative­
ly express the relation of God to us. God is not 
exactly our father and mother as one's earthly father 
and mother are. More spiritually true, therefore, 
is the uudefinable mysterious relationship which 
draws us to Him as nearer and dearer to ourselves 
than we are to ourselves. This is well ill ~strated 
in the following song of Bishturam, one of our princi­
pal Brahmo song-makers : 1

' I am at a loss to think 
what relationship is there between you and me. I 
find no clue of this, 0 Thou beyond conception ! in 
the Vedas and Puranas. Art thou father, mother or 
any near relation ? ·This cannot possibly be said of 
Thee. How strange is this that there is no relation­
ship with Thee but still I do not consider Thee as a 
stranger. I hear from all the Sastras that Thou art 
in every place but still I know Thee not. Thou must 
be somebody who is mine, yea, more mine than I am 
mine. If this be not the case, why does the mind 

of itself draw to Thee ?" Bisturam puts in the words, 
"Brother, sister, son or daughter'' after ''Father, 
mother~ near- relative,', but, as it is offensive to good 
(European) taste to use those words with reference 
to God, I have expunged them from the translation. 

I quite agree with you in the opinion that there 
is a separate set of faculties for the attainment of 

religious knowledge, and the intellect orJ in other 



words, the reasoning faculty (there is a difference 

between tbe reasoning faculty and reason) plays but 

an inferior p<~rt in the process, acting simply as 

''regulator and corroborator" of what we learn from 

thdse faculties, but, from your frequent allusions. to 

sculpture, pai11ting and music when treating of the 

existence of those faculties it seems that you think 

them somewhat akin to the resthetic faculty (which 
does not occupy a very high rank in the classification 

of the faculties) and the affections. You seem to think 
them to be more of an emotional character than 

otherwise, but that this is not exactly what you mean, 
appears again from other words . in the preface where 

you say that we know God by means of the three 

faculties of will, conscience, ar.d affection. I, how­
ever, go to the length of saying that even these three 

faculties are insufficient to give us the knowledge of 

God. They certainly give us the idea of a Being 

possessed of intelligence, purity and love far higher 
than our intelligence, purity and love, but they do 

not lead us to the idea of the Absolutely Perfect 
Being. For that ide;L we must seek othet· sources than 

those three faculties. I think those sources are the 

intuitions of reason and judgment. Matter is not an 

object of sensuous perception nor Is mind that of 

consciousness. By sensuous perception we know only 

the qualities of matter and not matter itself. By 
consciousness, we know only the qualities of mind 
and not mind itself. 1 t is by an operation of reason 



that we know matter and mind, hut that is an opera­
tion of reason in its intuitive form. As we know 
mind and matter by intuition of reason we know the 

Perfect Being, the eternal ground of all existences, 
. upon whom matter and mind depend, by intuition 

.. - ·Of reason also, but the intuition of reason, cannot give 
us an enlightened idea of absolute perfection.· Jt only 
.gives us a vague idea of the Perfect Being. 1 t only 
enables us to know that the imperfect depends abso­
lutely upon the Absolutely Perfect. But what is 
absolute perfection itself it does not enable us to 
khow. For an enlightened idea of the Absolutely 

Perfect Being, we are indebted to the intuition of 
judgment which lets us know what qualities are 
nobler than others. It is by the intuition of judgment 
we perceive that one idea of absolute perfection is 
nobler than another until we arrive at the highest 
idea of God. From the intuitions of judgment also, 

we derive our notions of right and wrong. 1 n this 
view of the question, conscience merges into the 

faculty of intuitive judgment, the feelings of moral 
approbation and disapprobation accompanying each 

act of such jugdment being distinct from the latter. 
Conscience in its usual acceptation more properly 
means these feelings than the judgment above alluded 

to. · * * * * * * * 
You seem to think that the ideas of God, given 

by the will, the conscience and the affections, are of 

an intuitive character but strictly considering they 



are not so. The Being who has given us will must 
have will-the Being who has given us ideas of 
moral purity mus.t himself be pure-the Being who 
has given us love must himself have love-are all 
inferences and not intuitions. 

You say in one place of tour preface: "Beca~e we 
rejoice in these relics of ancient piety and delight to 
use them as often as they suggest themselves, as the 
genuine expressions of our feelings and love to link 
ourselves by their employment to the great chain of 
pious souls, stretching through the past, it does not 
therefore follow that we can confine onrs~ves within 
their limits or find in them, as a whole, the free channel 
wherein our faith can flow unbrokenly." This is a· 
very sound principle. According to this principle, 
old and new elements should both be united in Theistic 
services and prayer-books. The retention of the old 
element aids the diffusion of Theism among the mass 
of mankind who has a tender fondness for the past. 
The acknowledgment of the merits of Christ in some 
of the prayers in your book, besides sounding very 
graceful as expressions of gratitude in the mouths of 
European Theists who have conscientiously greater 
admiration for Christ than we, Hindu Theists, have, 
links the past with the present, and aids the diffusion 
mentioned above. I am very glad to mark the sacred 
regard and the affectionate tenderness with which you 
have spoken of the past everywhere in your preface. 

How happy is your expression ~'as if the Divinity 



were something hidden in a lump of quartz !" How 
often have I quoted this to some of my scientific friends 
who do not depend on the intuitional argument (if 
such a term can be used) for the existence of God but 
seek for proofs of his existence in the external world. 

You say in one place of your preface : c'Virtue, .. 
truth and charity are such blessed things that we can 
not even think of them without being the better for it 
or brush past them on our way through life without 
carrying on our garments the smell of the field which 
the Lord hath loved.', This brought to my mind the 
saying .. of the Persian Poet: "The company of the 

. pious is like an otto-holder. Though it may not give 
us a portion of the otto of roses it contains, yet there 
cometh out a smell thereof:" This means in Eastern 
language : ' Though we may not be actually pious 
from the company of the pious yet we may be the 
better for it/' 
~ You say in a certain place of your perface ; ''a man 

may or may not make rules of devotion, trusting in 
the latter case only to the unflagging ardour of his 
heart/' This want of rule may suit a few truly exalt­
ed and disciplined minds like yours but in the case of 
the generality of men rules of devotion are required. 
If they be taught to "leave the generous to shape 
themselves," I fear they will be totally extin­

guished. * • * * 
l was literally charmed by the last paragraph of 

your preface and blessed th.e hand that indited it. 



I am very glad to see the book opens with a motto 
from Plotinus. If any non-Hindu approached in his 
opinions and character to the Rishis of ancient India, 
it was Plotinus of Alexandria. In fact, it is said by 
some historians that he borrowed his doctrines from 
the sages of India. Hindu ships that sailed to 
Alexandria imported philosophical opinions into 
that city as well as articles of merch;wdise. * * * • 

. A,! though the book opens with n motto from Plotinus, 
I am sorry to see that there is not a !lingle prayer in 
the book which properly illustrates its charming title 
anrl which can be called truly Plotinian in character·· 
one which Plotinus himself, refined by the influence of 
Theism. would have composed at your request had he 
been living. I have attempted to supply the defici­
ency in the following prayer. Although I am but a 
worm C'>mpared with the Great Alexendrian, I was led 
to write it out as my personal opi'1ions on the subject 
of divine communion and my personal feelings to­
wards God are akin to his. Had this not been the 
case, I would not have written it, for prayer should 
come out from the heart. I also send you another 
prayer expresssing my gratitude to God for the many 
mercies he has shown me in my own life.

I have been longer than I purp::>sed in replying to 
your long and very kind and interesting letter and I 
fear now I shall be able to answer it only very imper­
fectly; My eye-sight has become so bad from over­
work thar I write little more than I am obliged to do 
in tbe way of business.. It gives me siticere pleasure 

to find that you liked my little book so much and 

think it likely to be of use. The . way in which you 

can blend the religious feelings of the East and West and 

trace identity between the expression of them is proof (if 
we needed it) of the way in whieh Theism is the great 

unity underneath all multiform shapes of human 
religion. With regard to your very acute criticism of 
the faculties from which vve derive our knmvledge of 

God, I hardly feel I could do justice to it or to my 



own views on the subject in a much longer letter than 
I can attempt to write. My object in drawing a 
parallel between religious and ;:esthetic knowledge 
is not to place them by any means on a level, for I 
entirely and heartily agree with you (as my book on 
intuitive morals shows) in considering our knowledge 
of morals and religion transcendental and intuitive'. 
I wished only to make good the point that as we 
admit the (lower) faculty of aesthetic taste to bear 
testimony in its own realm so we ought in fairness to 
permit the religious sentiment to bear testimony in 
that wherein it is concerned. Perhaps you will be in­
terested in hearing what the wisest and most respected 
of our men of science, Sir Charles Lyell, said to me 
in reference to this ; ''I entirely agree with you that 
the religious sentiment has just as good a right to be 
trusted as the intellect or any other faculty of our 
nature and I think those who dispute it are altogether 
wrong. It is one of the deepest and most universal 
of human feelings and grows stronger with the pro­
gress of the race and is clearest in the noblest minds;'' 
After all I believe we rather involve ourselves in 
needless and artificial difficulties when in such matters 
we talk too much of the various parts of our minds 
which in truth form a simple personality. • To that 
personality even in its innermo~t abysmal depths, God 
directly reveals himself, spirit to spirit, will to will. 
We know we can know nothing more. 

I thank you heartily,Dear Sir, for the beautiful prayers 



which you enclose in your Jetter and which it will 

give me great pleasure to print in another edi~ion of 

my book, should I find one called for. You and I would 

perhaps differ over some details were we to meet. You. 

might think me to be too hastily progressive and I 

might think that venerable as is the piety of the past, 

the danger of losing any one of its relics is less than 

that of embalming its errors. But whatever we might 

find to discuss I am quite sure we should find more on 

which most cordially to join.

He (Keshub) has indeed helped many others here,

glorious thing, it must enkindle flame in other souls. 
I might not be correct if I were to say he has done 
this for the greater proportion of those who have come 
in contact with him, but in very many cases it is un­
doudtedly true, in more cases I feel sure than he is 
himself aware, or than we ourselves are, but I trust in 
the course of time the fruits of his visit will be more 
!jeen throughout England, in a growth towards a 
purer theism, a wider, warmer-hearted religious 
faith. As a social reformer we must also honour him 
highly. When I think of what courage he must have 
-what courage many of you have-in breaking 
through time-honoured cu.stoms and ceremonies. I 
wonder and admire ; though we have not the same 
difficulties to overcome, yet many of us here would 
fall far below, in our courage in overcoming our

I feel very much obliged for your kindly sending 
me the Jetter of Babu Rajnarain, and having read it 



with great interest I beg to return it to you with my 
best thanks. 

I quite agree with the Babu's views of the best, if 
not the only, means of effecting a sound reform of 
Hinauism. The Hindus must be shown that the preseut 
forms of their religion have nothing in common with 
the Vedic teaching, on which they assume them to be 
founded ; but that they are the work of latt: ages, 
of ignorance and an interested priesthood. But to 
understand this, the Hindus must go back to· their 
ancient Sanskrit literature of which they have all 
reason to be proud, they must remove ignorance by 
dint of hard study. As a long time, however, would be 
required in working out such a result, I believe that 
much might be gained by the establishing of religious 
councils composed of good and learned Hindus in 
whom the people had confidence and •..vhose exposition 
of the old doctrine would have weight with them. In 
former times single individuals like Sankaracharya, 
effected such reforms by the same means ;· but as India 
has at present no man of this stamp, the combined 
action of several learned men should supply their 
place. 

Mere general talkin~, preaching and moralising, 
without positive knowledge would have no effect; 
for, if ignorant or interested priests persuaded the 
masses that such preaching is not in the spirit of the 
old religion, they would believe them, and abide by 
their superstitions. 



I am extremely glad also to find Babu Rajnarain 
regrets all kinds of foreign proselytism ; for I have 

never doubted that even its best and sincerest intentions 
must remain useless, while too often only they have 

.proved positively mischievous.

Dear Brethern, 
tt6ok up my peri once when you were going to:: 

plunge yourselves in to the errors of A vatarism. I now 
take it up again on the present momentous occasion 
when the merits of the Brahmo Marriage Bill are· 
undergoing public discussion. The Bill in question, 
imposes a neli.r form of marriage in the presence of 
the Registrar which bears on its face an implication 
that that form is indispensably necessary for the 
validity of Brahmo marriages whether they had been 
·previously solemnized according to Brahmic rites or· 
eot. It is therefore plain that the Bill considers the 
solemnization of Brahmo marriages according to 
Brahm.ic rites a non-essential point. What ! are 



Brahmic nuptial rites 'nothing, and the form ·of 
marriage impose~ by the Legislature everything ? 
;{s not this a plain insult to our religion ? I do not 
<:ondemn the Legislature for this but those who applied 
for the law. What could the Legislature do whei1 
they were implored to make such law ? How could the 
applicants for the law, being·religions men, act in this 
way I am at a loss to conceive. Had the bill ordained 
the simple registration of marriages previously salem· 
nized according to Brahmic rites only, it would have 
been a different thing, but, when the Legislature is 
• going to impose a civil form of marriage contrary to 
the spirit of the Brahmic form, how can you, I ask, 
being true Brahmos, submit to the s'ame? You must 
.have lost every sense of respect towards our holy reli­
gion, if you can do so. You dceive yourselves with 
the thought that the civil form is a mere super­
addition to the religious. How can this be, when the 
religious rites are non-eesential, and the civil form the 
essential thing in the matter ? Moreover, how can a 
Brahmo say before the Registrar that he takes a 
woman as his wedded wife, when he has already done 
so (or will do so) * in the solemn presence of God and 
the ministers of religion ? Will not this be a plain 
lie ?

· important one. For the first time in the history 
of India, the Government is going to interfere with 
the religion of a class of Her Majesty's Indian sub­
jects, by rendering a civil ceremony essential for 
the validity of a religious one. Who is to be blamed 
for this ? Not Government, but we ourselves who 
are going to surrender our religious _rights into its 
hands of our own accord. The former Mahomedan 
Government as well as the present English Govern­
ment have all along allowed Mahomedans or Hindoos 
differing from the orthodox faith t') determine their 
own rites, manners and customs, and never questioned 
the legal validity of those rites and customs. The 
Sikhs, the N anak-panthees, the Kubeer-panthees, the 
Sadhs, the Chaitanya Vaishnavas, the Ferazees, the 
newly sprung up Kokas of the Punjab as well as 
numerous other bodies of heterodox Hindoos or 
Mahomedans have all along enjoyed this privilege,. 
as a spiritual p1trimonial right handed down from 
generation to generation. Why should we only, 
Brahmos, be deprivc:;d of it f Never bdore this time 
did the Government interfere with this privilege. 
In the case of the .abolition of the Suttee rite, the 
Government did not act contrary to the dictates of 
the Shastras which were plainly proved by the illus­
trious founder of our religion, the Raja Ram Mohan 
Roy, as not sanctioning that rite. In that of the 
Vi/idow Marriage Act, the Government simply enforced 
the ordinance of the Rishi Parasara. In these two 



cases, Government did not interfere with the religion 
of any class of Her Majesty's Indian subjects. Now 
for the first time it is going to take away from 
us the right which all heterodox Hindoos and 
Mahomedans have all along enjoyed. If Government 
take away this privilege from our hands, we shall 
be obliged at every step in future to solicit 
government-interference in our religious and social 
concerns. Just consider the calamitous cot~sequences 

that will flow from the same. Better that .our sons 
be deprived of their patrimonial inheritance than 
.part with our religious independence. Never before 
in the history of India did any such instance occur 
of a body of religious men surrendering their religious 
rights into the hands of the Government of their own 
.accord in the way we are doing. Ever in its pages 
'Will this stain remain over our memory. How· can we 
professing a religion higher and nobler than all others 
,commit such an ignoble act ? Have we got less 
religious spirit than the folio n~rs of other religions ? 

If so, we should not vaunt any more of our religion 
being the highest of all. Many in India suffered 
martyrdom before for the sake of religious independ­
ence. Are we Brahmos so base as to part with it 
·Of our own will? You will gradually lose all spirit 
.and energy if you conduct yourselves in this way 
from this time, and I ~ssure you that no nation­
no religious denomination in the world-will look 
upon you in future with any feeling of respect. Awake, 



therefore, Brahmo brethren of India ! to the danger 
·of your present position. Arise to assert your reli­
gious independence or leave the Brahmo name at 
·once.

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'In September 1852 the walls of Calcutta were 

placarded with an advertisement of a lecture to be 
given by the minister of the elder body of the 
Brahmists (termed the 'Adi Samaj'-.t\di Church) on 
the superiority of Hinduism to all other religions. 
Reference has been made in an earlier chapter to one 
essential and vital difference between the two Brahmist 
Churches both professing to follow the great first 
Brahmist, Rajah Ram Mohun Roy. The younger 
body, the body of Keshub Chandra Sen, may be said 



to be very nearly akin to the Unitarian Christianity. 
The elder beli~ve that Hinduism, although overgrown 
with excrescences, has for its germ and origin the 
worship and unity of the One True God and that a 
return to the teaching of the Vedas. would be a ret. urn 
to a pure though a poetical deism. I had at this time 
been in India about t.wo years and had sent home what 
1 must term strictly and rigorously accurate, though 
not unquestioned, pictures of what may be seen at the 
festivals o~ Durgah and Jagannath and I had also in 
those two years formed an impression that Englishmen 
do not rightly comprehend the faiths, or the men 
influenced by the faiths of India. The advertisement, 
however, was a st&rtling one. Did the minister of the 
Adi Samaj (a scholar and a gentleman I afterwards 
found) actually mean to assert in the face of the 
missionaries and educated English of Calcutta, that 
Hinduism is superior to Christianity ? I found he did ; 
and before the controversy which this lecture caused 
had ended, I had come to the conclusion that the 
Hindus, may, in God's gooc1 providence, and without 
an absolute adherence to Christian channels of faith 
and form, find their way backward to the key of all 
truth, the oneness of the most High God. I di<l not 
think, and do not now think, of defending Hinduism. 
I did, and do, desire to show somewhat of the character 
of many Hindu scholars and thinkers who still claim 
to be actuated and guided by Hinduism. 

Since that time I have ·endeavoured in different 



ways to draw attention to the literature of these two. 
Brahmist bodies-a literature so marvellously: devo­
tional and so imbued with a spirit of love to God and 
man, that one might seek far for a parallel to it, save 
in the most devotional works of the old Catholic 
divines. I find such passages as these ; •' Is not pro­
gress to be perceived , in the sacred writings of 
the Christians a! so ? V./ as it not a great transition 
from the Elohim of Moses to the God of the New 
Testament ? A change passes over the Jewish religion 
from fear to love, from power to wisdom,, from the 
justice of God to the mercy of God, from the nation 
to the individual, from this world to another, from 
the visitation of the sins of the father upon the 
children to every soul shall bear its own iniquity ; 
from the fire, the earthquakes and the storms to the 
'still small voice' ...... Let us be pure and holy in our 
lives. Let us make sacrifices for our religion. Lord 
God, our Father, our Saviour, our Redeemer! to Thee 
we look up for succour, for we are weak. Always 
grant the light of Thy countenance, for that light 
alor;e is our only consolation amid the darkness and 
danger of our situation. Fors<tke us not~ but infuse 
patience. firmness and fortitude into our souls, so that 
we may stand as witnesses of thy glory to genera{ions 
to come." ( ~~i 'Slt"lt~ "Defence of Brahmoism and the 
Brahmo Samaj" ~~?:~ ~~ ~) 1 ,

In ",the same spirit, a writer of the same body claims 

for Brahmoism the words of Abou Ben Adhem's dream 



-~~ \Vrite me as one who loves his fellow-men." This 
literature is ever growing and its spirit pertains to bott"t 
the Brahmo bodies. Each has its pamphlets, its­
newspaper, its societies for moral and social, as well as. 
religious progress. Both alike disown Christianity, 
save as one of the good systems of religion which "the 
education of the world" has produced from age to a~;e. 

The Minister of the Ad\ Samaj undertook to prove, 
in the face of the younger .Brahmo body as well as oC 
Christian Missionaries : 

''That Hinduism is superior to all other religions, 
because it owes the name to no man; because it 
acknowledges no mediator between God and man ; 
because the Hindu worships God as the soul of the 
soul and can worship in every act of life-in business, 
in pleasure and in social intercourse; because while 
other scriptures inculcate worship for the rewards, 
it may bring or the punishmen~ it may avert, 1 the 
Hindu is taught to worship God and practise virtue 
for the Jove of God and of virtue alone; because, 
being unsectarian and believing in the good of all 
religions, Hinduism is non-proselytising and tolerant, .. 
as it also is devotional to an entire abstraction of 
the mind from time and sense, and possesses an 
antiquity which carries it back to the fountain-head 
of all thought." 

These are some of the points which the lecturer 
endeavoured to Hlustrate from history, and by well­
put references to existing facts. 



His position was disputed by a genial at"ld ac~ 

--complished missionary, the Rev. Dr. Murray Mitchell, 
~nd several members of the younger Brahmo body. 
Dr. Mitchell claimed to include the Tantras among 
the s.:~.cred books of the Hindoos, and adduced from 
them immoral passages, which the minister of the 
Adi Samaj, Babu Rajnarain Bose, promptly disowned. 
"I am not," he said, c' a Tantrist, and therefore decline 
to enter into a discussion on the merits and de­
merits of any of the Tantras. The position which I 
took up in my lecture on the superiority of Hindooism 
was this, that even the lowest Sha:stras. the Tantras, 
not to mention the Vedas, the Upanishads, the Smritis, 
and the Puranas, contain monotheistic sentiments of 
the most exalted description.'' The younger Brahmo 
body maintained that the church repre!-.ented by Babu 
Rajnarain Bose had drifted from the teachings of 
Rajah Ram Mohun Roy, and of his successor, Deben­
dra Nath Tagore, neither of whom confined bis search 
for truth to any one system, and the latter of whom 
claimed all great and good men as teachers, all 'nature 
as revelation' and 'pure reason as minister.' Baboo 
Jotendra Nath Tagore (a notable Calc.utta Zemindar, 
kinsman and success01· of Raja Ram Mohun Roy's 
disciple, Dwarkanath Tagore) maintained that Hindu~ 

ism is an illimitable fount oftruth, and in confirmation 
of this view produced many beautiful passages from 

the Shastras. 
This controversy produced little eflect in India, so 



~~· 

. fa:r as lttaking known the tenets of the two ·Brahmist 
Churches was concerned ; but it was valu;ible to me,... 
and it may be so to the reader in two ways. First, it 
shows that while the Church of Baboo Keshub Chunder 
Sen is drifting further from Hindooism, the older body 
is coming nearer to Hindooism, while: at the same: 
time, endeavouring to raise it from idolatry to a. 

philosophy and a monotheistic faith. Secondly, that 
the young~r body in drifting from Hindooism is not 
drifting any the nearer to Christianity. The forms 
d. worship of both Cburches are thoroughly, and at 
festive times markedly Hindoo in the apparent 
ir:tensity of the devotion, and in the appeals to the 
senses by music and flowers. An 'Inquirer from the 
outside' during this controversy having asked some 
questions indicatin5 his view of the greater simplicity, 
solemnity, devotion, charity, and purity of the Gospel 
of Christ, the National (Adi Somaj) Paper replied with 
some fine instances of Hindoo charity, of honour 
paid to parents, and much besides ; facts which may 
be freely admitted, while, at the same time, a glimpse 
into these ancient writings, as into the Koran, is 
sufficient to show what a marked contrast they present 
to the New Testament. I cannot see whither the 
spririt of inquiry now abroad in India is tending, but 
I venture to ask the reader to view it in a generous, 
and kindly spirit.''
