1993, have initiated few measures to gear up the decentralized de­

velopment process through the vehicles ·of Urban Local Govern­

ments in the urban sector in West Bengal. In the present study, an 

attempt has been made to explore the measures and their relativity 

in the perception of Councillors (elected representatives), Munici-

. pal Officials and the beneficiaries (citizens) of four Municipalities 

in the two districts of West Bengal, empirically.
