However, Dr.Saptarshi Ghosh has not denied that he had touched the cheek of the 

Complainant, however, interpreted differently. On the basis of this factual circumstances, the 

Executive Council further resolved that there is no doubt that some kind of unbecoming 

behaviour was taken place towards the Complainant. Such behaviour is not permissible by the 

law of land. It is, therefore, resolved that following punishments be imposed on Dr.Saptarshi 

Ghosh: 

1. Dr.Saptarshi Ghosh is hereby strongly reprimanded for his unbecoming behaviour towards 

the Complainant. 

2. Dr.Saptarshi Ghosh is hereby warned strongly to keep safe distance for not taking any 

action which would resultquestionable unbecoming behaviour on his part. 
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3. The usual increments to be provided to him m the month of July, 2019 and 2020 

respectively be withdrawn. 

4. If any such questionable unbecoming behaviour would recur in future on the part of 

Dr.Saptarshi Ghosh, the University as HEI shall take stem action even to the extent of 

dismissal/removal from service.

Svstem Engineer 

b) The System Engineer shall be a Whole-time officer of the University appointed by the 
Executive Council on the recommendation of the Standing Committee, the procedure and 
method of such selection being in accordance with the provisions of the Ordinances made 
for the purpose. 

c) The duties of the System Engineer shall be -
(i) Maintenance University LAN, all computer systems in the Computer Centre 

including the servers 
(ii) To design, develop and implement new systems as assigned by the Head 

Computer Centre 
(iii) To provide individual and/or group instruction and/or training /or teaching to 

end users (Teachers, Officers, Staffs and Students) on new or updated 
technologies or applications as assigned by the Head, Computer Centre 

d) The System Engineer shall be under the supervision, direction and general control of the 
Head of the Computer Centre. He shall perform such other functions as may, with the 
approval of the Vice-Chancellor, be assigned to him by the Head of the Computer Centre. 



Regulations relating to specify the duties and responsibilities of Assistant Curator 

(Museum) to be read along with the existing Statutes. 

Assistant Curator (Musewn) 

(a) The Assistant Curator shall be a whole time officer of the University appointed by the 

Executive Council on the recommendation of the Standing Committee. The procedure and 

method of such appointment shall be in accordance with the provisions of the Ordinances 

made for the p1Kpose. 

(b) The Assistant Curator shall -

(i) be responsible for the proper maintehance and development of Musewn and 

Art Gallery. 

(ii) be responsible for the proper maintenance of the Stock register which shall 

contain entries of all materials in possession of the Musewn and Art gallery 

and in getting the entries duly authenticated by such person or persons as 

may be authorised. 

(iii) M~intain in an effective way" so that the students and the Research Scholars 

and others connected with the studies of ancient History and Culture can be 

benefited in their pursuit of knowledge in the concerned field of studies. 

(iv) Arrange for the cataloguing of the Musewn objects. 

( c) The Assistant Curator shall act under the supervision, direction and general control of the 

Vice-Chancellor/ Director of the Musewn. 
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
